The Preparatory Commission for the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban Treaty Organization (CTBTO) is establishing and operating an International Monitoring System (IMS) as part of the global verification regime under the Comprehensive Nuclear Test-Ban Treaty to provide global monitoring for the detection of nuclear explosions.

This IMS consists of a worldwide network of 321 seismic, Hydro acoustic, infrasound and radionuclide monitoring stations supported by 16 radionuclide laboratories.

As part of its operating responsibility, the Commission is using a sustainment approach based on Integrated Logistics Support (ILS) management tailored to the requirements of the International Monitoring System (IMS).
