	The Internet is running out of the unallocated Internet Protocol version 4 (IPv4) addresses. Internet Protocol version 6 (IPv6) is the next-generation Internet Protocol designated as the successor to IPv4 because of the foreseeable IPv4 address exhaustion. The issues surrounding IPv4 address depletion and IPv6 deployment problem are highly complicated, spreading across economical, technical, operational and policy dimensions. 
ITU is mandated by several Resolutions (especially WTSA-08 Resolution 64) to assist developing countries to identify their needs in this domain, to promote the IPv6 deployment by training, capacity building, and awareness-raising. An ITU project to carry out these tasks has been started. 

WTSA-08 Resolution 64 also asked to study the question of IPv6 address allocation and registration. Work in this area might include: 
a.
To draft a global policy proposal for the reservation of a large IPv6 block to safe-guard the future needs of developing countries.

b.
To study possible methodologies and related implementation mechanisms to ensure ‘equitable access’ to IPv6 resource by countries.

The intern will assist the implementation of the above mentioned project and participate in the study of IPv6 address management issues under the supervisor. He/she will prepare documentation, gather information, participate in meetings, and perform any other tasks assigned.
