	The car industry is undergoing major changes with new services and applications in areas such as safety and security, navigation, car maintenance, fleet management, mobile office and entertainment. These changes represent significant opportunities… and some challenges. Standardization is seen as a major issue. 
Given communications capabilities, cars can foresee and avoid collisions, navigate the quickest route to their destination, make use of up-to-the-minute traffic reports, identify the nearest available parking slot, minimize their carbon emissions and provide multimedia communications. Furthermore, environmental concerns have led to the development of new forms of propulsion, such as hybrid, plug-in, electric and fuel cell. 
The information and communications technology (ICT) community, for its part, is moving towards Internet protocol (IP) based managed networks with the implementation of next generation networks (NGNs). 
Given the potential of these new technologies for both the car and the ICT communities, it is essential for both parties to understand the requirements for fully networked cars and agree on the solutions to be provided by the network platforms. 
The key players of the car industry and the ICT industry are brought together each year in March at the “Fully Networked Car”, a workshop organized by ITU, with ISO and IEC, at the Geneva International Motor Show, one of the world’s top five motor shows.
