	The Prevention, care and treatment for HIV project (FCH/HV) is part of the Family and Community Health Area (FCH) which promotes, coordinates and implements technical cooperation activities at the country level, emphasizing the central role of family and community to foster a culture of health promotion and protection where health becomes a social value.  
The PAHO HIV/STI Program is dedicated to supporting Countries’ Health Sectors in their efforts to achieve universal access to HIV and STI treatment, prevention, care and support.  It is guided by the PAHO HIV/STI Plan for the Health Sector 2006 to 2015 and the PAHO Strategic Plan 2008-2012.  These plans seek to contribute to the achievement of the following overall goal “By 2015, to halt and begin to reverse the spread of HIV/AIDS as well as STI in the Region by providing universal access to prevention, care and treatment.” All PAHO entities, including centres and country offices, play important roles in executing the PAHO HIV/STI plan.  PAHO Washington in close collaboration with WHO HIV Department (Geneva) provides overall leadership, supervision, program direction, monitoring, evaluation, and management of internal and external partnerships to facilitate the execution of the PAHO HIV/STI Plan and the Organization’s Strategic 2008-2012 Plan.
