	The intern will have the opportunity to become familiar with the main global multilateral agreements administered by the United Nations for the protection of Species -- in particular the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora (CITES) and The Convention on the Protection of Migratory Species of Fauna (CMS), and to participate in the preparation of analyses produced by UNEP-WCMC in this areas for Secretariats, National Authorities and the European Commission.

Once the intern has become acquainted with relevant data and analytical methods, she or he will work on the analysis of the current status of monitoring and policy implementation for a group of species. The particular taxa (i.e. group of species) for this analysis will be chosen by the intern and the supervisor according to the qualifications or personal interests of the intern for certain groups or habitats (e.g. marine species, amphibians, timber trees, etc.)

The resulting work is expected to provide a relevant contribution to the implementation of these multilateral Agreements, and to the protection of these species at national and international levels.
