European Higher Education Fair 2007 (EHEF)

Saturday and Sunday, 31 March – 1 April 2007

The seventh European Higher Education Fair has taken place at the Hong Kong Central Library in Causeway Bay at the end of March. There were altogether 42 participating institutions from 10 different European countries, which has been a very great progress. Countries participating are Austria, Finland, France, Germany, Holland, Hungary, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland and the United Kingdom. Among those countries, Austria and Hungary participated for the first time. Institutions from Hong Kong have taken part in the fair as well. There was a break-through this year in the fair, the Office of the European Commission in Hong Kong and Macao has made her début in the fair. The Office of the European Commission had her own booth on the fair for the first time. 

The fair gave the visitors a unique opportunity to get first-hand information on the European higher education systems. The excellent academic programmes offered mostly in English by European tertiary institutions were presented. Visitors were able to discuss their individual needs in personal consultations with representatives of the participating institutions.

This year the participating institutions could take the advantage of institution seminar to present themselves or their programmes to a large group of visitors. A couple of them had this opportunity to reach the potential students, i.e. the University of Hong Kong. There were altogether around 5,000 visitors in the two-day fair.

Thanks to our enthusiastic Sponsors, 7 flight tickets to Europe were already presented to our winners. The prize presenting ceremony took place on 17 April 2007 in the French Consulate-General. Winners could make use of this opportunity to get to know more about Europe. Of course, it is hoped that they could become a student in any one of a European universities.

Delegation Visit in HKUST & HKBU

Monday, 2 April 2007 (HKUST) / Tuesday, 3 April 2007 (HKBU)

On the day after the EHEF 2007 in HK, some of the presenters went to the Hong Kong University of Science and Technology (HKUST) to give a short presentation of their institutions and the international programmes offered. The delegation included representatives from Free University of Berlin, University Flensburg, University Frankfurt, Furtwangen University of Applied Sciences, University Goettingen and University of Applied Sciences Jena. Except that Ms. Nina Lemmens from DAAD Head Office, Mr. Helmut Rausch and other representatives from the German Consulate were in the delegation as well. 

After the presentations the delegation had the opportunity to visit the Biosensor Laboratory under the presentation of Prof. Reinhard Renneberg from the HKUST. There was also a meeting with Prof. Tony Eastham, the Acting Vice-President for Research and Development. The visit on the morning was ended with a lunch hosted by Prof. Eastham.

On 3 April Prof. Dr. Anton Illik from Furtwangen University of Applied Sciences went to the Hong Kong Baptist University (HKBU) to give a presentation on “Studying in Furtwangen”.


Tour to Guangzhou

Tuesday and Wednesday, 3 – 4 April 2007

Right after EHEF 2007 in HK, some of the presenters attended a follow-up two-day event that was organised by the DAAD Information Centre in Guangzhou. Representatives of Free University of Berlin, Frankfurt University and University of the Applied Sciences Jena, were joined by representatives of the RWTH Aachen, U Koeln, and TU Muenchen. The latter all came from the newly established representative offices in Beijing (to be officially opened in May). All representatives went to Sun Yat-Sen University and South China University of Technology on two subsequent days. They gave information talks on their schools and programmes and hosted booths for an entire evening (6:00 - 9:30pm each night). The entire event was considered a big success. It also linked HK and Guangzhou in a phenomenal way and showed that linkage between those two places also does exist in an academic setting. All presenters intend to repeat the EHEF and Guangzhou tour next year.

The talk about studying in Germany was held at the Hong Kong Polytechnic University, and 25 students attended the talk. Mr. Louis Tsang gave the students some general information about life in Germany, e.g. weather, food, the education system and visa application, etc. He also shared his personal experience of studying in Germany.
