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From now on: DAAD Information Centre Hong Kong & Macau

From 2 July 2004 onwards, the DAAD Information Centre Hong Kong has formally taken up a new official name: DAAD Information Centre Hong Kong & Macau.

Ever since last year, the DAAD Information Centre Hong Kong has been paying considerable efforts in cultivating and intensifying cooperation with the higher education institutions in Macau.

In October 2003, the IC took part in the Macao International Fair (MIF). Prof. Michael Hoerner, one of the DAAD Lektoren in Hong Kong, has given a talk in the same month.

In March 2004, the Institute For Tourism (IFT) in Macau participated in the European Higher Education Fair 2004, as it did ever since the first EHEF in 2001.

In May 2004, the IC gave a presentation on "Study, Research, Culture & Life in Germany" at the University of Macau, attracting a great number of teaching staff and students.

The University of Macau will also be the first institution in Macau to offer German language courses. The DAAD Information Centre Hong Kong also plans further cooperation with the University of Macau, the IFT, the Macao University of Science and Technology, the Macao Polytechnic Institute, the Asia International Open University (Macau) and the Inter-University Institute of Macau.

Cooperation between the DAAD Information Centre Hong Kong and the higher education institutions in Macau is becoming closer and closer. The number of academics, scientists, researchers, teaching staff and students interested in studying in Germany is also on the rise. Due to all these reasons, the DAAD Information Centre Hong Kong expands its function to provide service in the Macau Special Administrative Region of the People's Republic of China.

More and more activities promoting "studying and researching in Germany" in Hong Kong and Macau will follow soon. The webpage of the IC (http://ic.daad.de/hongkong) will be updated. A series of presentations will be organized in various higher education institutions in Macau.

The relationship with the higher education institutions in Macau is not a new one, though. Already since the opening of the DAAD Information Centre Hong Kong in 2001, ties to Macau have gradually been established and expanded. Also, already for many years, applicants from Macau or Macau residents are eligible to apply for the DAAD scholarships. They are able to search for information or seek advices on studying in Germany through our IC. We like to encourage Macau residents to do this even more often and are of course very happy to provide whatever assistance we can offer to applicants or candidates from Macau.

New Call for Scholarship Application

The new call for scholarship applications has just been published. Most of the scholarships offered by the DAAD have now been confirmed and are available for application. The scholarship details and their application deadlines have been updated. The "Research Stay for University Academics and Scientists" will not be available for 2005/06 while the "DAAD-Siemens Scholarship Programme", the "Study Visits for Teacher of Art" and the "DAAD-Leibniz-Scholarship Programme" remain to be confirmed. This year, three new scholarships or grants are made available for applicants from Hong Kong and Macau: the "Postgraduate Courses for Professionals with Relevance to Developing Countries", the "Practical Traineeship for Foreign Students of Natural and Technical Sciences, Agriculture and Forestry" and the "Study Visits to Germany for Groups of Foreign Students".
