I. Bachelor

1. Media (Stuttgart)

Stuttgart’s Institute of Media (Hochschule der Medien, HdM) starts to offer Bachelor’s degree study from winter semester 2004/2005. It is the first higher education institution in the Federal State of Baden-Württemberg to do so. Until 2010, the Bachelor’s degree is supposed to have been introduced to all degree programmes at Baden-Württemberg universities.
