Great Success at the EHEF2004

The European Higher Education Fair 2004 was successfully held on Saturday/Sunday, 20/21 March 2004 at Hong Kong Exhibition Centre (China Resources Building). It was organized by the European Union Working Group for Culture.

35 Institutions from 8 European countries plus Hong Kong and Macau were participating in this fair. Among them, 10 institutions came from Germany.

This year, we had a record of 3,664 visitors, which is much greater than that at our previous fairs of 2002 (2,500) and 2003 (2,000). The atmosphere was very good. Both visitors as well as exhibitors seemed to be very satisfied.

We would like to thank all the people who supported us in one way or the other, especially our sponsors and visitors!

Many visitors from all ages came to our German booths and asked about studying in Germany. The fact that the majority programmes offered in Germany charge no tuition fee did attract as well as surprise a great deal of visitors. More amazing is that there are more than 750 English-taught programmes encompassing a wide range of subjects and degrees. Thereafter we received many queries and phone calls asking for more detailed information concerning education possibilities in Germany.

We will carry this success forward and are now planning to organize the EHEF2005 in March next year.

For previously awarded two-year projects seeking release of second year funds in 2004/05, their progress reports must reach the RGC by 10 December 2004. Applications/ reports submitted after the respective closing dates will not be considered. 

Please be aware that earlier internal university deadlines might apply.
