Monthly Topic: What is the DAAD?

The pioneer of the Deutscher Akademischer Austausch Dienst (German Academic Exchange Service) was founded on 1 January 1925 in Heidelberg. The initiative came from the student Carl Joachim Friedrich, when he succeeded in acquiring scholarships from the New York Institute of International Education (IIE) for 13 German students reading social and political sciences.

After the Second World War, on 5 August 1950, the DAAD was re-established to carry on its exchange activities and scholarship programmes, however only in West Germany. The head office was moved from Berlin to the then West German capital, Bonn. The Wende (literally Turn) in 1989/90 has enlarged the scope of activities of the DAAD. After the reunification of Germany in 1990, the DAAD has taken on the East German scholarships and has been responsible for all German higher education institutions. 

In more than 50 years since the reestablishment of the DAAD, around 1.1 million German and foreign students, academics and scientists have received DAAD support.

The five main objectives of the DAAD can be summarized in the followings:

- Scholarships for foreigners: To promote young, international elites at German higher education institutions and research institutions. Funding: 59M euros 

- Scholarships for Germans: To promote young German academics and scientists in their studies and research abroad. Funding: 58M euros 

- Internationalising the higher education institutions: To increase the international appeal of Germanys higher education institutions and research institutes for students, academics and scientists from around the world. Funding: 66M euros 

- Promoting German studies and the German language abroad: To raise interest in the German language and culture and a knowledge of and empathy with Germany through (worldwide) cultural exchange. Funding: 38M euros 

- Educational cooperation with developing countries: To promote the academic scientific, economic and democratic advancement of the developing and reform countries. Funding 36M euros
