· Very good result in GJU entrance exam in English, Arabic and General Knowledge
· Selection interview
Please note: German language knowledge is not a requirement but excellent Arabic and English is 

The scholarship covers
1. GJU study fees up to 1200 € per semester  
1. Semesters in Jordan: Monthly cost of living allowance + travel allowance (every other year), health care at GJU during the stay in Jordan
1. One semester in Germany: Monthly cost of living allowance and travel allowance (return trip)

Please note: The scholarship is granted for the whole period of study, but can be revoked in case of insufficient study results.
