What does a DAAD scholarship for a summer course include?

Your allowance from DAAD is 1,550.00 Euro. This will cover the course fees, accommodation, food and part of the plane ticket. You will get this money on arrival at the University of your choice. That means for now you must pay for your flight and take enough money with you to pay for the train or bus ride to your destination.

That would leave about  510.00 Euro for the ticket and other travel expenses. This is usually not enough so that the rest would have to come from you own pocket. You would probably need to spend about another 190 Euro from your own money in order to cover all costs.

Even with a scholarship allowance of 1,550.00 Euro, another 430 Euro would need to come from your own pocket only to cover the costs arising from this specific choice of University. Travel expenses such as the ticket are not yet included. They would probably sum up to another 700 Euro. Altogether you would be left with about 1,130 Euro to be paid from your own pocket.

Important Things to Keep in Mind
The calculations above refer only to summer 2009. The total costs are thus subject to change. The calculations and the course overview are only supposed to give you an initial impression of what you have to prepare for, and help you with your choice. 

Additional costs may occur. These can be a non-refundable application fee for the program of your choice and/or a deposit that you have to pay on the day of your arrival (which will be returned to you again at the end of your stay). Often a deposit needs to be given for your room in the student dorms (usually between 100€ and 200€) and for the library card.

Most of the summer courses offer cultural trips and excursions. Often but not always the costs for these are already included in the course fee. You should check if this is the case with the course of your choice. If you forget to do it, you might well find yourself with unexpected and significant extra costs.

The dates of the summer courses range from July to September. When choosing a course, please be sure that it doesn’t conflict with your university schedule at home!
Please make sure to obtain all these details before you hand in your application. Don’t run the risk to learn after you have received the scholarship that you won’t be able to afford your stay in Germany.
